Each zone will receive one berth. Teams must have a minimum of five females and 
five males on rosters competing in interschool competition. Unused berths will be 
pooled and allocated to larger zones after May 12th. Zones will receive one additional 
berth for every sixteen registered teams in the zone.  
 

STARS Registration  
Rosters will be verified against the BCSS Student-Athlete Registration System 
(STARS).  All coaches must also be included in the system.  Tournament credentials 
will not be issued unless the coach is in STARS and listed as a coach. If team staff needs 
to be added, school Athletic Directors can do this for coaches with no late penalties.

Additional Details  

 
Structure: The rules governing BCSS Badminton shall be those of the Badminton 
World Federation with some modifications. The tournament format will consist of four 
pools of round-robin play followed by championship and consolation brackets. 
Wherever possible, teams from the same zone will not play each other in power pool 
competition and if possible, they will be place in such that they may not face each 
other until the quarter or semifinals.  

 
Official Rules: The rules governing BCSS Badminton shall be those of the Badminton 
World Federation with some modifications. 

• Schools must have a minimum of five girls and five boys to compete at 
championships. Eligible players must be declared on the “Team Line Up”.  

• Coaches must submit their BCSS Badminton Score Sheet Line up to the score 
desk no fewer than 10 minutes prior to the start of each tie. 

• The coach designated on the score sheet is the only coach who can address 
players between rallies, assistant coaches can only coach during the two-
minute breaks periods.  

• All officiating at BCSS event will be self-officiated by players.  
• All games will be rallying point to 21, if the score gets to 20-20, the match will 

continue until a player or team wins by 2 points until 29, then, the first team to 
30 wins.  

• A tie is comprised of 11 matches with each match consisting of the best 2 of 3 
games. The winning team is the one that wins 6 or more matches in the tie.   

• Players cannot leave the court between games and are required to clearly 
announce scores between each service.  

 
Uniforms: All teams/athletes must wear school uniforms for the competition. Failure 
to comply will be subject to sanctions and penalties.   
 
Equipment: All players must wear appropriate shoes for the court.  
 
Apparel: Championship clothing can be pre-ordered online through
