Complete 
the sanctioning form on the website at least 30 days in 
advance of the event or fines will apply.

If your school wishes to attend an event that is not hosted 
by a member school (eg: university, club, community 
etc.) please ensure the event has been sanctioned by 
BCSS before attending.
