TIERING NUMBERS
The 2023-2024 Tiering Numbers can be viewed here.

In the fall, should a school see a material change in their enrollment from 2022 - 2023 numbers in the report,  
the school can file and appeal to have their numbers re-evaluated.  A school can submit this anytime 
between September 20th, 2023 and October 1st, 2023.  This is generally done when there is a significant 
population reduction (greater than 5%), or because of a change of school configuration (addition or removal 
of a grade) or new school boundaries due to a school opening or closure in the district.  Tiering appeal forms 
can be requested by contacting the BCSS office staff.
